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The Gift of a Lifetime       
Leaving a house full of cherished memories was just one of Edith Moore’s legacies for her husband of 45 years. “She lived her dream here,” recalls James Moore looking around the beautiful home they built together and out at the garden she loved. “But we weren’t going to die, we were going to go on forever.” 

Despite a courageous battle with cancer, Edith finally succumbed to her disease, her husband by her side. James knows that life without his beloved soul-mate will be different now. They had no children. But he looks ahead with a quiet strength, proud that Edith’s charitable legacy will benefit future generations. 

Just before she died Edith left a cash legacy to the Canadian Cancer Society. She could have left a bequest in her will. Both are tax-effective ways to benefit a charity and both types of legacy gifts can claim charitable donations in the year of death equal to 100% of net income, higher than the limit of 75% for living donors. Any unclaimed portion of the gift, or other charitable donation, can be carried back to the previous tax year at the same higher rate.

When we know about gifts intended for us, the Canadian Cancer Society can thank donors for their generosity. Even though a gift may not be realized for many years, knowing about it gives us an opportunity to work with a donor, in their lifetime, to plan how the gift could be used. This might include supporting a new program, investing in a particular kind of cancer research or ensuring that a cherished part of our mission will continue.
“I’m so thankful for the life I had. How can I NOT be happy?” says Edith in the last lines of a poem written shortly before she died. And through her legacy she continues to share hope, leaving more milestones, more anniversaries and more birthdays for other lives to live.
