I instructed my notary to add the Multiple Sclerosis Society of Canada to the list of heirs in my will. When you think about it, this donation is not depriving me of anything and I will not wonder for one second what I would have done with the money. Also, if I have a pressing need for funds one day, I will never regret doing what I did, not even for a minute. In brief, it is a donation with zero deprivation, zero pain and zero cost! 
Of course, I had to redistribute some amounts and slightly reduce what I was giving my heirs. But what do they have to complain about? They are not waiting for me to die in order to live. On the other hand, the Multiple Sclerosis Society needs all the donations it can get, even otherworldly ones. I know you are thinking about calling your notary. Do it now, don’t wait! Another detail: how should you write your planned gift into your will? Personally, I designated the Quebec Division as the beneficiary, but you can choose from a number of alternatives. You might want to leave some money for your local chapter or give the money for research or only services, or something else. It is up to you. But tell your notary, don’t wait until you die.
