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More than a shelter
Each and every day, hundreds of vulnerable people come through the doors of The Ottawa Mission looking for help. Hungry men, women and children come looking for a nutritious meal. Those struggling with addictions come looking for hope to turn their lives around.  There are many who need a safe place to sleep.  Homeless men and women with a terminal illness come to our hospice to spend their last days surrounded by those who will share love and care with them.

People, who need help receive the basic necessities of life as well as faith, hope and love from our caring staff at The Ottawa Mission.

Our Drug and Alcohol Addiction Program is a 6-month intensive rehabilitation program that helps residents who are addicted to drugs and alcohol.  The goal of this program is to help our guests take back their lives from the bondage of addiction.  

Our Hospice was opened in June 2001. This 14-bed facility provides around the clock health care to homeless people with chronic and acute palliative care needs.  Many men and women have spent their last days at The Ottawa Mission Hospice surrounded by family, friends, spiritual advisors and the support of our caring staff. 

Our Chaplaincy Program provides spiritual counsel and guidance through fellowship, praise, prayer, scripture and reflection.  Regular worship services and Bible studies are held in the chapel.  Those in The Ottawa Mission Hospice are offered “the ministry of presence” by way of a listening ear, grief counseling and pastoral care.

Our Client Services Centre provides access to communications tools such as telephones, internet, computers, voice mail, resume preparation and employment search. Our guests find the resources they need to reconnect with the community and become independent.

Our Employment Readiness Program provides education and training so that our graduates can successfully integrate into the workforce.  Included are workshops on work readiness, job interview skills, job search strategies, and communication skills. 

Our Education Program allows our guests to further their education by obtaining a high school diploma, literacy upgrading and academic advancement.  The Ottawa Mission provides funds for application fees, textbooks, transportation and tuition. Continuous support is provided to clients through advocacy and mentorship.
